Weeding on an as necessary basis – possibly 2x month
Watering as necessary to keep beds hydrated
Keep debris out of bed for nice appearance
Make suggestions to park committee for improvement and changes you 
might see are needed to maintain the park
Invite others to lend a helping hand with the flower beds 

Spring spruce-up
Lend a hand for the spring clean up and 
Help with spring planting if you can 

Summer Maintenance
Watering as necessary
Maybe deadheading of some flower species

Fall Spruce-up
Lend a hand for the Fall planting and clean up.
Help with fall planning and planting if you can. 
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
